Every year the All Navy Matches get better! This year 240 competitors
-—-participated and for the second year in a _row, Excellence-in-Competition medals were
available for presentation at the awards ceremony.

This year we had 114 new competitors in the Navy Competitive Shooting Program
from the East Coast Matches, and an additional 24 from the All Navy Match. The
intent of the match staff was to provide quality range time, superb equipment,; match
grade ammunition, and a significant opportunity to participate in known distance
range firing and increase your conmpetitive abilities for further advanced
competition.

Subj: ADVANCED SMALL ARMS TRAINING
Ref: (a) OPNAVINST 3591.1C

1. Per reference (a), those personnel participating as part of the
1994 NAVY ALL NAVY Rifle and Pistol Championships held at FCTCLANT
Dam Neck, VA on 14-21 May 1994 have received FIVE days of basic and
advanced small arms marksmanship training on the M-14 (7.62 mm)
service rifle and M1911 (.45 cal) service pistol given by the Navy
Shooting Team and Marine Corps Security Force Battalion, Norfolk, VA.

2. This training included: Practical application of competitive
marksmanship theories and practice and advanced marksmanship lectures
(3 days); practical firing in individual and team competition (4
days). Course of fire was the National Match Course (200, 300 and 500
yards in rifle; 25 and 50 yards in pistol).

3. Note that individuals scoring above required minimums are eligible
for award of marksmanship ribbons and medals. The applicable minimum
score is annotated in the Individual Rifle and Pistol results
bulletins.
